Description:

This is a truly useful tool for deciding where you want to assign your new WOFF UE pilot.
The application is pretty much self explanatory when you see the output screens. It provides the capabilities to identify all airfields and units available in WOFF. 

In the “Airfields” tab you can select the side (Entente or central Powers); Regions and Airfields and it will display all the Squadrons that will be allocated to the selected airfield by Unit, Date assigned to the airfield and the End date of assignment as well as the aircraft assigned for that time. 

In the “Units” tab, you can select the “Side” and the “Unit” and it will display the airfield the unit is assigned to as well as the “from” and the “To” dates of assignment at that airfield. Supplementary information is supplied as to “Duty”, “Morale”, and “Plane” types available.

This is a truly useful tool for deciding where you want to assign your new pilot.
Many more features have been added so refer to the release notes above.




How to create a shortcut for the jar files on the desktop or task bar

Windows 7:

You cannot place a ".jar" file on the "Task bar". It must be an executable type file to do this.
I set up a shortcut using the windows "cmd.exe" to invoke the ".jar" file. here is what I did.

I right clicked on the "WOFF UE_Mission_Editor.jar" and created a shortcut which I placed on my desktop.
I then right clicked on the shortcut and went into "properties".
I made changes to the following "Target:" field adding the text shown in red below:

Target: C:\Windows\System32\cmd.exe /c start "G:\OBD Downloads\WOFF UE Version of Mission Editor\WOFF UE_Mission Editor\" "WOFF UE_Mission_Editor.jar"

Here is a pic of the properties I have set up for my WOFF UE MIssion Editor executable.


I also created a ".ico" file so I could have a nice icon on the executable and implemented it as shown in the pic above.

Next I dragged the new shortcut to the "Task bar" and volila, it stayed there.

Windows 10:

For Windows 10 it is fairly simple. Start by going to your desktop and right click, then choose 'New' and then 'Shortcut'. In the dialog box type explorer then add a space, and then go to where you have the UE jar file and on that file press and hold 'Shift' and then right click on the file and choose 'Copy as path'. Now paste that into the shortcut creation dialog box right behind where you typed in explorer and then press 'Next'. Now name the shortcut whatever you want and click 'finish'. You will see the default File Explorer icon but you can swap that out by right clicking on the shortcut and choosing 'Properties' and then 'Change icon'. At this point you can either use one of the stock Windows icons or make your own as Robert did, just make sure it is an .ico type file if you do that. Now drag your newly created shortcut to the task bar, and delete the desktop shortcut if you want to. Done.

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Willam G 'Will Barker

William George Barker was born on November 3, 1894 in B
Dauphin, Manitoba. He grew up on a Prairie farm and spent most

of his free time riding his horse and hunting birds.Barker joined

the Canadian Mounted Rifles in December 1914. He spent a year

in the trenches before transferring to the Royal Flying Corps in

April 1916. After starting out as a mechanic, he qualified as an
observer in August 1916 and shot down his first enemy aircraft
from the rear seat of a B.E.2d. Posted to England in November
1916, he soloed after 55 minutes of dual instruction and received

a pilot's certificate in January 1917. A month later, he was back in
France flying an R.E.8 until wounded by anti-aircraft fire on 7
August 1917. When he recovered, he served as  fight instructor |
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Bruno Loerzer was born in Berlin on 22 January 1891. The son of a farmer, Bruno
Loerzer became an aviator almost by accident. As the story goes, Loerzer, then serving CcDt AABBCCDT  AABE
in an Infantry regiment, made his first flight on a dare. He then 'accidentally Lo oz 1. Joac
volunteered for pilot training, apparently thinking that he was signing up for a card

tournament! However he came to the air, Loerzer soon showed that he was a skiled =
pilot, lying two-seaters on reconnaissance, bombing, and artilery missions. He was

sent to FA 25, and his friend and fellow officer from his infantry regiment, Hermann Lo z
Goring, soon joined him as his observer. In 1916 Loerzer went to flying school in

Freiburg and then was assigned to KEK Jametz, flying Fokker Eindekkers. His first |
victory came on 21 March '16, but he was badly wounded on 3 April. It was January '17

before he was fit to fly again. He was assigned to command the then forming Jasta 26.
He soon proved an effective fighter pilot and leader, training his unit to fight

intelligently, in close formation, and to avoid losses. By the end of 1917 Bruno Loerzer
had 20 victories, and his unit was one of the most effective fighter squadrons at the [
